Although most other MEPs
were supportive of the
fight against fraud, many
tried to add statements to
the report that called for
more powers for the EU
and yet more money to be
paid into the EU budget;
Andrew led the charge to
have these thrown out.

EMMA PLEDGES SUPPORT
TO END WILDLIFE CRIME

Emma has recently
pledged her support for a
report by the
International Fund for
Animal Welfare which
shows how thousands of
endangered species are
bought and sold online.

The report reveals thata 6
-week investigation in
early 2014 found a total
of 33,006 endangered
wildlife, wildlife parts and
products for sale via 280
online market places

across 16 countries.

Criminals are attracted to
wildlife trafficking for the
huge profits and low
penalties. The proceeds
are often used to fund
armed rebel and militia
groups who are willing to
Kill species and people to
obtain wildlife parts.

Emma said: “More than

100,000 elephants lost
their lives to ivory
poachers in the past three
years; while in 2013 more
than 1,000 rhinoceros
were killed by poachers
for their horns in South

Africa alone.
“I'll be pushing for the EU
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to implement an EU
Wildlife Trafficking Action
Plan, which was
overwhelmingly voted for
by MEPs earlier this year,
to bring this heinous trade
